BIG IDEA: The church needs the full empowerment of the Holy Spirit to fulfil its
mission.

Key Verse: Acts 8:4 (NIV)
Those who had been scattered preached the word wherever they went.

Introduction

e The martyrdom of Stephen triggered persecution against the church in Jerusalem
(Acts 7:59-60, 8:1-3)

e The Holy Spirit enabled the Gospel to spread through new frontiers as the disciples
were scattered from Jerusalem (Acts 8:4)

We experience the Holy Spirit's power by:

1. The Impetus of the Spirit
The Holy Spirit is the driving personal force of the church.

e The Spirit drove the mission of the early church from Jerusalem to Samaria and
beyond

e The signs and wonders that accompanied the preaching of the Gospel were now
experienced in Samaria (Acts 8:5-8)

2. The Immersion of the Spirit
We need to be filled with the Holy Spirit.

e The people of Samaria experienced the fullness of the Christian life only when
they received the Holy Spirit (Acts 8:14-17)

e We must continually seek to be filled with the Holy Spirit (Ephesians 5:18)

3. The Impress of the Spirit
The Spirit guides and convicts us in our mission.

e Human wisdom, logic and common sense should be subordinate to the guiding
voice of the Holy Spirit

e Guiding impressions, convictions, prophetic words must be tested and carefully
discerned (e.g., 1 Thessalonians 5:19-22)
