Title: A Long Trial 
Scripture Passage: Acts 25:1-22 
 
 
Big Idea - God’s providence can sometimes make our path go through some 
unexpected and often unwelcome ‘twists and turns’ in order to accomplish His purposes. 
 
 
1)  The Perspective 
 
 What lessons can we take from the big picture of Paul's trials 
 
 Discussion Question - How can we remain steadfast and true in our witness when 

He directs our paths to where we do not want to go?  
 
 
 
2)  The Particulars 
 
 What lessons can we take from the details of Paul's trial before Festus 
 
 Discussion Question - How can we ‘press on’ and keep up our hopes when things 

appear so bleak, and the task ahead seems unsurmountable?

Be: prepared to testify faithfully should God redirect your path to achieve His purpose
