SERMON OUTLINE 
Title: Human Wisdom & God’s Sovereignty 
Scripture Passage: 2 Samuel 17:1-23 
 
BIG IDEA: God is Sovereign in any situation. 
 
Key Verse: 2 Samuel 17:14b (NIV) 

For the Lord had determined to frustrate the good advice of Ahithophel in order to bring disaster on 
Absalom. 
 
Introduction 

 Absalom used his considerable charm and political acumen to build a network of support from 
across Israel (2 Samuel 15:1-6) 

 At the opportune time he launched a rebellion against King David, his father (2 Samuel 15:7-12) 

 David fled from Jerusalem (2 Samuel 15:13-14) 

 Things were seemingly building up in Absalom’s favour but the LORD had determined that he 
would fail and that David would be delivered (2 Samuel 17:14) 
 

God works sovereignly in human affairs in the following ways: 
 
1. God’s sovereignty and human responsibility 

God’s sovereignty does not remove human responsibility 

 The witness of the Bible is that God is sovereign over all things (e.g. Isaiah 46:9-10, Isaiah 
55:8-9, Job 38-41) 

 At the same time, God has given humanity a freewill to choose responsibly (e.g. Deuteronomy 
30:19) 

 Everyone will be held accountable before God for the choices made in life (e.g. Romans 2:6-
16) 

 
2. God’s judgement over human wisdom 

There is no wisdom, no insight, no plan that can succeed against the LORD. (Proverbs 21:30) 

 When the path of sin and rebellion is taken, all human plans and wisdom would be brought into 
judgment (2 Samuel 17:14)  

 Human plans and wisdom for evil would either fail or be used by God to turnaround for good 
(Genesis 50:15-20) 

 Absalom’s rebellion served a greater purpose in the LORD’s judgement over David’s sin with 
Bathsheba but Absalom would be judged for his rebellion.  
 

3. God’s deliverance and human faith 

From the Lord comes deliverance. (Psalm 3:8a)  

 Though he was faced with a devastating crisis, David put his faith and hope in the LORD 

 (2 Samuel 15:30-32, 16:11-12, Psalm 3 [attributed to David when he was fleeing from Absalom]) 

 Although Absalom’s rebellion was part of the LORD’s pronounced judgement on David’s sin (2 
Samuel 12:10-12), the LORD would not allow David to be overwhelmed and destroyed 

 Instead, God would deliver David from Absalom (2 Samuel 17:14) as events would later prove
